Lake Malawi Explorer ex JNB



	Time-travel as you retrace Livingstone’s 1861 journey along one of the great waterways of Africa…

Lake Malawi, poetically named the “Lake of Stars” by David Livingstone, is more reminiscent of an inland sea than a lake. Six hundred kilometres long and 20 million years old, it is home to more species of fish than any other lake in the world.

In 1861 Livingstone traversed Lake Malawi from south to north. Today’s travelers can follow his route and, amazingly, by and large see what he saw.

In the south Mumbo Island has never been populated and remains in a pristine natural state. Today a tiny wilderness camp provides the perfect base from which to explore and experience this impressive piece of nature.

The MV Ilala, named after Livingstone’s original boat, is a quintessential African lake steamer and the only link to the outside world for many of the lake’s remotest villages. It’s first class deck and cabins are the perfect platform from which to observe the vastness of the lake, the varied shores, and the bustle of traders at each port of call.

Likoma Island is one of Malawi’s hidden corners and cultural hotspots – where else can you see a massive Anglican cathedral alongside traditional Arab sailing dhows. Likoma Island is home to Kaya Mawa Lodge, crafted from hand-hewn granite and considered one of the planet’s most romantic spots. 

Mumbo Island and Kaya Mawa Lodge are members of the Wilderness Safaris portfolio.

Itinerary:

Sun:  SAA flight from Johannesburg to Lilongwe. Scenic road transfer to Cape Mac Lodge on the lakeshore at Cape Maclear (transfer time 3hr30min). Overnight at Cape Mac Lodge. 

Mon: Short stroll along the beach to Mumbo Island reception. After a familiarisation and safety briefing on the beach, boatride or kayak out to Mumbo Island (boatride takes 45min). Overnight in the Island Camp.
Tues to Thurs: Days at leisure. Relax or explore at will, making use of sea kayaks, snorkelling gear and shady hammocks. Overnight in the Island Camp.

Fri:  Morning boatride back to the mainland, followed by the road transfer to Monkey Bay. Board the MV Ilala for the cruise to Likoma Island. Overnight on board. 

Sat: Arrive at Likoma Island after lunch and check into Kaya Mawa Lodge. Overnight at Kaya Mawa.

Sun and Mon: Experience the unique culture of Likoma Island and 

the romanticism of the lodge, overnighting at the lodge.

Tues: Private charter flight from Likoma Island to Lilongwe International Airport, where you will connect with your SAA flight to Johannesburg.

Options:

Other lakeshore lodge options include Gaia House and Danforth Yachting Guesthouse. Contact us for details.

Take up the challenge and kayak the 10km from reception to the camp on Mumbo Island.

Try SCUBA diving. Mumbo Island offers introductory and qualifying courses for beginners; or casual dives for qualified divers.

Mufasa (catamaran yacht for charter) is an alternative to the lake ferry for groups of 4 to 6 guests.

Price includes airfares, road transfers, charter flights, boat transfers, Ilala cruise and accommodation.

Accommodation at Mumbo Island and Kaya Mawa includes all meals, all activities and equipment (except SCUBA) and National Park fees.

Cape Mac Lodge accommodation is dinner, bed and breakfast.

MV Ilala accommodation is in one of the cabins on a bed and breakfast basis.
