Itinerary:

Sat: Depart Johannesburg with SAA at 10h20 to arrive in Blantyre early afternoon. Scenic road transfer from Blantyre to Mvuu Camp (2hrs). Overnight at Mvuu Camp. 

Days 2 and 3: Spend the days exploring the unique ecology of the Liwonde National Park. Overnight at Mvuu Camp.

Days 4, 5 and 6: Transfer with Wilderness Safaris from Mvuu Camp to Mumbo Island reception at Cape Maclear. After a familiarisation and safety briefing on the beach, boatride or kayak out to Mumbo Island (boatride takes 45min). Spend three nights in Mumbo Island Camp.

Day 7:  Boat ride back to the mainland, followed by the road transfer to Lilongwe airport for the return flight to Johannesburg.

Options:

Air charters can be substituted for some road transfers.

Try SCUBA diving. Mumbo Island offers introductory and qualifying courses for beginners; or casual dives for qualified divers.

Package price includes airfares, transfers and accommodation. 

Accommodation at Mumbo Island includes all meals, activities and equipment (except SCUBA) and National Park fees, as well as bottomless cups of tea, coffee and cooldrink.
